2. It needs to be a Detailed Numbered list.   Don’t include any materials that you are not using.

3. Don’t forget to include any safety equipment that you may need.
4. All measurements are using metric units (see conversion chart).  Make sure that you have a tool listed that is for measuring and/or observing results.
5. If you need to borrow science equipment from your teacher, please type a “Borrow Materials List”   on a separate piece of paper and attach it to the front of your materials list.  We may be able to let your borrow some things or be able to give you advice on where to get the others.
